SPONSORED Y WALK

As you are probably aware, for many years our pupils have taken part in a sponsored walk to help to replenish school
funds. These funds have enabled us to purchase a wide range of equipment and apparatus as well as maintaining the
school minibuses, which allows us to offer a broader and more exciting curriculum to pupils as well as allowing us to
support a varied after-school programme.

This year, funds will be used to support enrichment opportunities across the school - directly benefiting every child in our
school community.

This year the sponsored walk will take place on Friday 3™ July.
An early brunch will be served between 10:55am and 11:45am.
Pupils will register at 11:45am with their Form Tutor before setting off in year groups - with the first group setting off at
approx. 12.00pm.

On completion of the walk, pupils will be allowed to return home if they live locally - we anticipate this being from approx.
2:45pm. Pupils travelling on school buses will be required to stay in school to wait for their bus.

The walk takes place on very quiet country roads and local farmland and every effort is made to ensure that pedestrian
safety is maintained. Whilst we can provide a small number of drinks during the walk, we advise all pupils to carry
sufficient drink for their own use - a small nutritious snack would also be sensible. The walk will take place unless we
experience severe weather - we will inform you with as much notice as possible in the event of postponement . Pupils must
wear suitable footwear for walking and be dressed appropriately for the weather. We advise that pupils wear sunscreen
even if it isn’t a very sunny day. If the forecast is for rain, then pupils must bring a waterproof coat/jacket to take with
them on the walk.

Please note, normal rules on suitable clothing for non uniform days apply.

Staff will be positioned at various marshal points along the route. There will be first aiders along the route and the route
will be fully signposted. Each year group will be accompanied by members of staff, however they will be allowed to
progress along the route at their own pace rather than stay in tight groups.
